About 20 million people in Britain over the age of 16 regularly take part in sport or exercise,
the most popular activities are walking (including rambling and hiking), swimming, snooker pool,
keep-fit, yoga and cycling.

For schoolchildren up to the age of 16, sport is a compulsory part of school life. All pupils
have PE (Physical Education) lessons once or twice a week. Pupils are usually segregated according
to sex and activities for boys and girls. For example, boys play rugby and football while girls play
netball and go in for gymnastics. Both boys and girls take part in basketball, athletics, badminton
and hockey. The government believes it is very important to promote sport as a means of becoming
healthier.

Youngsters nowadays are often unfit due to major changes in their lifestyle. For example,
children are often driven to school whereas in the past many would walk. They have an increasingly
sedentary lifestyle. In the past, children almost always played outside in parks and playgrounds.
Today, many parents don’t want to let their children outside on their own. More that, television and
video games have become the most popular pastimes and children themselves often choose to stay
indoors rather than indulge in outdoor activities.

Nevertheless, there is still interest in sport and recreation among young people. Local
authorities are the main providers of basic sport and recreation facilities for the local community.
Each local authority is responsible for developing a strategy to ensure that the services they provide
meet the needs of the local community. As well as promoting sport for general fitness, the
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government aims to provide facilities for training and competition at the highest level and to attract
major sporting events to Great Britain.

Sport is a major industry in the UK with an estimated £10,400 million spent every year. More
than 2,000 British companies make investment in sport sponsorship, contributing over £340 million
a year. The National Lottery is also making a major contribution towards financing, sport, at both
grass roots and elite levels. Lottery funds have been awarded to more than 3,000 projects. These
range from the provision of small items of equipment to the building of major sports venues such as
the Olympic-sized swimming complex in Manchester.

The British claim the credit for pioneering many of the sports now played worldwide
including football (soccer), cricket, tennis and golf. In some international tournaments, including
football and athletics, Britain sends four separate teams representing the countries of ‘England,
Scotland, Wales and Nothern Ireland. In football — one of the most popular spectator sports in
Britain today — each national team represents a separate national sporting association, affiliated to
FIFA (Federation International Football Association) which controls world football. The last time a
British football team competed at the Olympics was 1971. This is because the four countries of the
United Kingdom wish to maintain separate national teams but under the Olympic rules, Britain is
only allowed to send one team to the Olympics. Here is, however, a single rugby union team, the
British Lions, which represents England, Scotland, Wales and Nothern Ireland and the republic of
Ireland. This team was established at the end of the 19™ century and was named the British Lions
because of the lion symbol the players wore in their ties.

Another sport that British people hold dear is tennis. Indeed, the Wimbledon international
tennis tournament is famous throughout the world and is considered by many to be the most
prestigious tennis tournament in the world. The first Championship was held in Wimbledon in
south-west London in 1877, but only in 1922 did the All England Lawn Tennis and Croquet Club,
which hosts the championship, move to its present ground. Another famous sporting tradition that
takes place in Britain is the Highland Games. Highland clans held annual gatherings including
traditional sports and games for centuries but only in the last century did they gain widespread
popularity. It is said that their popularity grew under Queen Victoria, who was an enthusiastic
spectator.

SPORT IN'THE USA

Sport in the USA is very noisy and colourful. There is also a lot of money in it. In 1992 the
basketball player Michael Jordan got more than $30 million. Television is very important in
American sport. Advertising companies pay $2 million per minute for TV time during sporting
events. American football is good for television, because there’s a break every fifteen minutes — just
right for the advertisement!

When Americans say “Let’s go see a ball game”, they mean baseball. Baseball is the most
popular summer sport in America. The first American baseball match was in 1839 in New York, but
some people think that baseball coming from a much older game called rounders, played in Europe
for many years.

To play baseball, you need two teams of nine players. The “pitcher” throws the ball, and the
“batter” hits it with a bat.

Americans start playing baseball young. There are “leagues” which children of eight can join.
The top players become big starts and earn a lot of money every year. The top pitches and batters get
more than $1 million a year. Baseball is very important in American society.

Americans play tennis, hockey and most other international sports, but they do not play
football in the same way as the rest of the world. American football is a very different game. The
players can run with the ball, touch and push each other. The field looks different, and even the ball
is a different shape. Players wear special clothes for American football, wirh helmets on their heads,
because the game can be dangerous. Like international football teams, American teams have eleven
players.

At college football matches each team has an army of girls all dressed the same. They march
up and down to the music and have a sort of leader at the front, waving a stick. The girl with the
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stick is the cheer leader. It takes a long time to learn how to handle the stick. The players need the
girl’s cheers - they help them. And at Super Bowl — the biggest game of the year — there’s always
music, dancing and cheerleaders.

Basketball is another popular game in America. Only five people play in each team. At George
Washington high school in Chicago, basketball is a very serious business. Some boys fail their exam
because they play basketball too much. The game are very noisy, with cheerleaders and all the kids
shoutong. A lot of kids, especially the black kids, want to be basketball players and get rich, like
Michael Jordan. It’s a dream — there are 500,000 kids playing high school basketball, and only 300
become professional each year. But it is good for them. They learn to work together. They learn
discipline. And they get very fit.

Americans love winter sports, and ice hockey is a great fovourite. This game, the national
sport of Canada, is very fast, and can be dangerous. So if you play ice hockey, remember to wear
your helmet!

American attitude to sport is different. They are very “professional” about it. They don’t waist
time and energies training without coaching. They have the first class coaches who know exactly
how to get the best out of the sportsmen. Top stars have computers to help them — what’s the best
speed for the first 200 meters; at what point they should start the final sprint and so on.

The climate has something to do with it. You can train out of doors the whole year, while
training in the rain and grey skies in Nothern Europe would upset any athlete! Then there’s the
question of money. If a promising athlete is discovered, somebody somewhere will provide the
money for the very best training, however poor he or she is. Many of American black athletes are
among the very best. Americans are also first-class at football, basketball and baseball. They
wouldn’t succeed if they weren’t given sports ‘scholarships to college. Sports still give blacks a
better chance of success than most things.

The attitude to the Olympics has changed — the “enjoy yourself” attitude has gone. Winning
has become a part of national pride, and many of the winners become world-famous and rich!

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TEXT 3
WELL KNOWN SPORTING EVENTS

The first major sporting event of the year is the Five Nations Championship, played since
1910 between the national rugby teams of England, Scotland, Wales, Ireland and France. This takes
place over five Saturday between January and March, with matches at Twickenham (in London),
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Murrayfield (Edinburgh), Arms Park (Cardiff), Lansdowne Road (Dublin) and Parc des princes
(Paris). Fans of each side travel to support their team, and the atmosphere in a city on the night
before a match is full of excitement and high spirits. In 1998 Italy was invited to join the
Championship — making it Six Nations from January 2000.

The Boat race between Oxford and Cambridge universities is held on the last Saturday of
March from Putney to Mortlake on the River Thames in west London. Although this is an amateur
contest , it is physically very difficult: the course is almost 7 km, the crews train hard under
professional coaches, and the competition is intense. There are no tickets for the Boat Race — anyone
can go and watch from the river banks and bridges over the Thames. The first Boat race was in
1829.

Also in March is the Grand National, a horse race held every year at Aintree in Liverpool
since 1839. This is the most popular race in Britain, and millions of pounds are taken in bets. The
course is long (over 7 km). There are 30 jumps — high wooden fences and ditches filled with water —
and horses and jockeys frequently fall. Perhaps of the risks and difficulties horses that win the Grand
National often become popular heroes.

The football season ends in May with the FA Cup final (“FA” stands for Football
Association). The FA Cup final is played at Wembley, the English national stadium, and the
winners’ trophy and medals are traditionally presented by the King or Queen. The FA Cup is a
knockout competition open to all football clubs in England. Five hundred clubs take part, and little-
known teams sometimes beat famous clubs like Arsenal or-Manchester United. The Cup Final, like
the Grand National, is immensely popular. It was first held in 1872. There is also a Scottish Cup
Final, at the national stadium of Hampden Park, which was first played in 1874,

From June to August a series of international cricket matches, known as “Test Matches”, are
played between England and a visiting national team from another country where cricket is
professionally played: Australia, India, New Zealand, Pakistan, South Africa, Sri Lanka, the West
Indies, Zimbabwe. The first test Match was between England and Australia at Melbourne in 1877.
The matches last five days, and are played at various grounds, including Lord’s — “the home of
cricket” in St.John’s Wood, London. Lord’s is the headquarters of the historic Marylebone Cricket
club (MCC), founded in 1787, which formulated the rules of cricket.

June is the height of the flat-racing season (horse races on flat courses, without jumps). The
most fashionable and exclusive sporting event of the year is Roal Ascort, a four-day race meeting at
Ascot heath near Windsor in Berkshire, first held under Queen Anne in 1711. Ascot is traditionally
attended by the monarchs. Newspapers, society magazines and TV always show pictures of the
smartest and most extravagantly dressed spectators: people compete as much as the horses.

The first Saturday in June is Derby Day. The Derby is a 2.4 km race which has been held at
Epson Downs race-course, south of London, since 1780. This is a more popular event than Ascot.

At the end of June is the All-England Championship in lawn tennis, better known as
Wimbledon. This two-week event is one of the major international tennis competitions. It attracts
250,000 spectators each year, with millions more watching on TV. The first Championship was held
on a croquet lawn at the All-England Croquet and Lawn Tennis Club in the south London suburb
Wimbledon in 1877. Part of the tradition of Wimbledon is the sale of strawberries and cream to the
crowd, and the rain which usually interrupts play.

At the start of July is the Henley Royal Ragatta, founded in 1839. This is held over four days
at Henley-on-Thames in Oxfordshire. Officially it is an international rowing competition, but also a
major social event where ladies in summer dresses and men in blazers and rowing caps stroll along
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the banks of the river, or cruise up and down in smart motor-boats, partying and drinking
champagne.

TEXT 4
THE HISTORY OF THE OLYMPIC GAMES

Long ago ancient Greeks often naged wars. Small states suffered and lost much even if they did
not take any side and stayed out of wars. The ruler of such a small state, Elis, wanted to live in peace
with all neighbours. He was a good diplomat because his negotiations were successful and Elis was
recognized a neutral state. To celebrate this achievement, he organized athletic games.

In the beginning this feast lasted one day, but later a whole month was devoted to it. All wars
and feuds were stopped by special heralds who rode in all directions of Greece.

The games-were held every four years in Olympia on the territory of Elis. This four-year period
was called the Olympic year or the Olympiad. The first games which later were called the Olympic
Games were held about a thousand years before our era.

Usually the Olympic Games began before the middle of the summer. Best athletes arrived from
many Greek states to Olympia to compete in running, long jumps, throwing of discus and javelin
and wrestling. In the course of time fist fighting (boxing) and chariot races were also included in the
Games.

All athletes took an oath that they had been preparing well for the Games in gymnasiums and
promised to compete honestly and keep the rules of the sacred Olympics. The athletes took part in
all kinds of competitions. Winners were called “olympionics”, they were awarded olive wreaths and
cups of olive oil. This tradition has survived.

The Olympic Games were accompanied by arts festivals. Poets recited their poems, singers sang
hymns, dancers danced and orators pronounced speeches - all this in honour of the sacred Games.
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Only men could take part in the Olympic Games. Women were not allowed even to watch the
competitions at the stadium under the fear of death penalty. There was a single exception, when a
woman coached her son and accompanied him to the stadium in men’s clothes. That brave woman
was spared the penalty because her son won in many events. But from that time all athletes and
their coaches had to compete without any clothes.

The Olympic Games had been held for about eleven hundred years, until the emperor
Theodosius banned them for religious reasons in 394 A.D.

The revival of the Olympic Games began long time afterwards, in 1892, when a young French
teacher Pierre de Coubertin made a public speech before the Union of French sports clubs in Paris.
At that time many people in many countries practised various kinds of sports and games. They
wanted to make friends and compete with sportsmen from other lands. Pierre de  Coubertin
understood the importance of sports which unified people of the world and served the cause of peace
like in ancient time.

On the 23rd of June 1894 the International Congress of amateur sportsmen made an important
decision: to revive the Olympic Games and to establish the International Olympic Committee which
would be responsible for the administration of the modern Olympic Games.

The first Olympics of the modern times were held in 1896 in Athens, Greece. Thousands of
spectators watched the historic event when after fifteen hundred years the Games of the first modern
Olympiad were announced open. The first Games saw the competitions in nine kinds of sports:
athletics, swimming, gymnastics, weight lifting, wrestling, tennis, fencing, cycling and shooting.

Winter sports made their Olympic début in 1908, when ice figure-skating was included in the
Olympic programme among summer sports. In 192 the International Olympic Committee made the
decision to consider the International Winter Sports Week that had taken place in 1924 at
Chamonix, France, as the first Winter Olympic Games and to hold them since that time on.

At first only men took part in the Games. Later rules were changed many times. Women and
girls were allowed to participate in the competitions, many new sports and games were added to the
Olympic programme, several sports were stricken off. One thing remains unchanged - the popularity
of these international festivals of health, youth and beauty. Sometimes athletes seemed to work
miracles on the sports grounds, and often the Games were called after the most outstanding
sportsmen’s names. Modern Olympics keep old traditions of equality, honour and justice of the
international competitions.

Today stress makes up an important part of our lives. A lot of information about it is available.
Moreover, every time stress is mentioned the first thought that occurs in our minds is that stress is
always something evil that does harm to a person. And it certainly does at times.

The negative impact of stress might cause diseases such as nervous breakdowns, migraines,
eating disorders, asthma, hay fever, depression, heart disease, eczema and many other medical and
social problems. Nevertheless, at the same time it can play a very important role in our lives making
us stronger and helping us to overcome numerous problems.

H. Selye, the author of stress theory first used the term "'stress” in 1936. This meant "unusual
reaction to a special request”. He described the positive and negative influence of stress and its three
main stages: "anxiety", "resistance"” and "exhaustion".

At the stage of ™"anxiety" there is a: sensation of excitement and increased mental
concentration. The person feels exhilarated. Sometimes during the first stage stress-related
illnesses such as migraines, hay fever and-heart disease appear. The disease can return in the third
stage of stress, when it is quite serious and might threaten one's health or even life.

In case the stressor is extremely strong, the second stage comes -"the stage of resistance". The
person adapts to a stressful situation and changing circumstances, however this causes exhaustion.
One doesn't feel as well as during the 1% stage. There is no excitement or increased mental
concentration.

We all have to face the need to overcome these two stages quite often. However, if a person is
under stress for too long his psychological and physiological defenses break down. He is extremely
tired and has no energy. The person is not able to cope with difficulties and solve problems. This
can lead to a psychological disease or a psychosomatic illness. That is why this stage is called "the
stage of exhaustion".

However, in spite of all the negative effects sometimes stress can be positive. For example, it
might aid people in getting to the top of their profession. In the initial stages of stress, as mentioned
above, there is a feeling of excitement and increased mental concentration.

Nevertheless, too much stress is negative. It is harmful for an individual, and especially for a
child. We can't suppose that only adults suffer from stress. So what can be done in order to help
children fight stress? Recognising the fact that nowadays young people are under more pressure
than ever before is the first step to take. Usually they are subjected to stresses at school, at home
and when having complicated relationships with their friends. Also the peculiarities of the teenage
period, which is usually considered to be full of different conflicts, should be taken into account.
The next step is to determine the main reason for the stress.
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In order to find out the most stressful situations for teenagers we have done research, in which
112 teenagers took part. They were asked to describe their emotions in 16 different situations,
connected with their school life. Their answers were divided into 3 groups: the negative emotions,
which might cause stress; positive and neutral. According to the results the most stressful situations
for teenagers are the following: when the teacher shouts at them (85%) or if he/she is unfair (83%),
when they are not prepared for the lesson (70%), before a test (69%). Pupils' positive emotions and
impressions are connected with the moment they come to school and meet with their friends (28%)
and when it is five minutes until the end of the lesson (62%).

There are a lot of situations when an attentive and experienced teacher is able to reduce the
harmful influence of stress on children or even to avoid its negative consequences. However,
according to the results of our research, the relationships between teacher and pupils- are still
complicated and this problem demands further investigation.

TEXT 6
COMPARING EDUCATION

Debates about education will never end. Some people consider our educational system to be
close to perfect; others say that it is too hard and that it is unnecessary to study all the school
subjects. Comparisons of the American and Russian educational systems are usual, as they
represent different kinds of philosophies.

In Russian schools children have to study about 15-17 subjects — not more and not less as they
are required. Very rarely do schools have in the schedule special or professional subjects.

In the United States, drama, journalism and photography are as important as chemistry and
history. In our schools the curriculum is strict. In-the USA you can choose what to study: but
government, history, English and math are obligatory. There are also a number of subjects, kike
geography, Spanish, chemistry, physics, trigonometry, biology and computer classes, that you have
to take during a year or a half-a year during your high school years. You can also take one of these
subjects at an advanced level. A program of chemistry at the advanced level of a graduate class is
common with our 9™ grade program. In Russia we can’t study management or TV-production at
school.

Such democracy in.choosing subjects according to your own preferences makes school life
easier and calmer. American students don’t usually have much homework — half an hour of
homework is too much for them. On the other hand, they have holidays only twice a year, and their
summer vacations are only two and a half months long, while our children don’t study in the
summer at all. Americans study at school for 12 years, while we study only 11.

The average level of education in America is lower than in Russia, but at school they have the
opportunity to study advanced subjects that they would take at a university.

So it is very hard to say which is the best way of studying. Is it better to have students choose
their own subjects and make studying pleasant, or create a non-flexible schedule for a more effective
educational process? This is a problem for the new generation to solve.

TEXT 7
SECONDARY EDUCATION

After the age of 11, most children go to comprehensive school of which the majority are for
boys and girls.

About 90 per cent of all state-financed secondary schools are of this type. Most other children
receive secondary education in grammar and secondary modern schools.
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Comprehensive schools were introduced in 1965. The idea of comprehensive education,
supported by the Labour Party, was to give all children of whatever background the same
opportunity in education.

At 16 students in England and Wales take GCSE examinations. In 1988 these examinations
replaced the GCE and O-levels which were usually passed by about 20 per cent of schools students.
GCSE examinations are taken by students of all levels of ability in any range of subjects, and may
involve a final examination, and assessment of work done by the student during the two-year course,
or both of these things.

Some comprehensive schools, however, do not have enough academic courses for sixth-
formers. Students can transfer either to a grammar school or to a sixth-form college to get the
courses they want.

At 18 some students take A-level GCE examinations, usually in two or three subjects. It is
necessary to have A-leves in order to go to a university or a Polytechnic.

But some pupils want to stay on at school after taking their GCSE to prepare for a vocational
course or for work rather than A-level examinations. Then they have to take the CPVE examination,
which means the Certificate of Pre-Vocational Education.

In Scotland students take the SCE (Scottish Certificate of Education) examinations. A year
later, they can take examinations called Highers after they can go straight to a university.

Secondary education in Northern Ireland is organized along selective lines according to
children’s abilities.

One can hardly say that high quality secondary education is provided for all in Britain. There
is a high loss of pupils from working-class families at entry into the sixth form. If you are a
working-class child at school today, the chance of your reaching the second year of a sixth-form
course is probably less than for the child of a professional parent. Besides, government cuts on
school spending cause many difficulties.

TEXT 8
EDUCATION IN GREAT BRITAIN

Twelve million children attend about 40.000 schools in Britain. Education in Great Britain is
compulsory and free for all children between the ages of 5 and 16. There are many children who
attend a nursery school from the age of 3, but it is not compulsory. In nursery schools they learn
some elementary things such as numbers, colours, and letters. Apart from that, babies play, have
lunch and sleep there. Whatever they do, there is always someone keeping an eye on them.

Compulsory education begins at the age of 5 when children go to primary school. Primary
education lasts for 6 years. It is divided into two periods: infant schools (pupils from 5 to 7 years
old) and junior schools (pupils from 7 to 11 years old). In infant schools children don't have real
classes. They mostly play and learn through playing. It is the time when children just get
acquainted with the classroom, the blackboard, desks and the teacher. But when pupils are 7, real
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studying begins. They don't already play so much as they did it in infant school. Now they have
real classes, when they sit at desks, read, write and answer the teacher's questions.

Compulsory secondary education begins when children are 11 or 12 and lasts for 5 years.
Secondary school is traditionally divided into 5 forms: a form to each year. Children study
English, Mathematics, Science, History, Art, Geography, Music, a Foreign language and have
lessons of Physical training. Religious education is also provided. English, Mathematics and
Science are called "core" subjects. At the age of 7,11 and 14 pupils take examinations in the core
subjects.

There are 3 types of state secondary schools in Great Britain. They are:

1) comprehensive schools, which take pupils of all abilities without exams. In such schools
pupils are often put into certain sets or groups, which are formed according to their abilities for
technical or humanitarian subjects. Almost all senior pupils (around 90 per cent) go there;

2) grammar schools, which give secondary education of a very high standard. Entrance is
based on the test of ability, usually at 11. Grammar schools are single sexed schools;

3) modern schools, which don't prepare pupils for universities. Education in such schools
gives good prospects for practical jobs.

After five years of secondary education, at the age of 16, pupils take the General Certificate
of Secondary Education (GCSE) examination. When they are in the third or in the forth form, they
begin to choose their exam subjects and prepare for them.

After finishing the fifth form pupils can make their choice: they may either leave school and
go to a Further Education College or continue their education in the sixth form. Those who stay at
school after GCSE, study for 2 more years for "A' (Advanced) Level Exams in two or three
subjects which is necessary to get a place at one of British universities.

There are also about 500 private schools in Great Britain. Most of these schools are boarding
ones, where children live as well as study. Education in such schools is very expensive, that's why
only 5 per cent of schoolchildren attend them. Private schools are also called preparatory (for
children up to 13 years old) and public schools (for pupils from 13 to 18 years old). Any pupil can
enter the best university of the country after leaving this school. The most famous British public
schools are Eton, Harrow and Winchester.

After leaving secondary school young people can apply to a university, a polytechnic or a
college of further education.

There are 126 universities in Britain. They are divided into 5 types:

The Old ones, which were founded before the 19th century, such as Oxford and Cambridge;

The Red Brick, which were founded in the 19th or 20th century;

The Plate Glass, which were founded in 1960s;

The Open University It is the only university offering extramural education. Students learn
subjects at home and then post ready exercises off to their tutors for marking;

The New ones. They are former polytechnic academies and colleges.

The best universities, in view of "The Times" and "The Guardian", are The University of
Oxford, The University of Cambridge, London School of Economics, London Imperial College,
London University College.

Universities usually select students basing on their A-level results and an interview.

After three years of study a university graduate get the Degree of a Bachelor of Arts,
Science or Engineering. Many students then continue their studies for a Master's Degree and then
a Doctor's Degree (PhD).
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TEXT9
MUSIC TRAINING BOOSTS THE BRAIN

Music lessons can improve memory and learning ability in young children by
encouraging different patterns of brain development, research shows.

Canadian scientists compared children aged four to six who took music lessons for a year with
those who did not. They found the musical group performed better on a memory test also designed
to assess general intelligence skills such as literacy and maths ability.

The study, by McMaster University, is published online by the journal Brain. The researchers
also measured changes in the children’s brain responses to sounds during the year. They found
changes developed in the musical group in as little as four months.

Previous studies have shown that older children given music lessons recorded greater
improvements in 1Q scores than children given drama lessons.

But lead researcher Professor Laurel Trainor said: “This is the first study to-show that brain
responses in young, musically trained and untrained children change differently over the course of a
year”.

The researchers focused on 12 children, six of whom attended a Suzuki music school, using a
Japanese approach which encourages children to listen to and imitate-music before they attempt to
read it. The other six had no music lessons outside school. They measured brain activity using a
technique called magnetoencephalography (MEG) while the children listened to two types of
sounds: a violin tone and a white noise burst. All the children recorded larger responses when
listening to the violin tones compared with the white noise — indicating more drain power was being
deployed to process meaningful sounds. In addition, all children responded more quickly to the
sounds over the course of the year of the study — suggesting a greater efficiency of the maturing
brain.

However, when the researchers focused on a specific measurement related to attention and
sound discrimination, they found a greater change over the year among the Suzuki children.

Professor Trainor said this difference, coupled with the better performance of the Suzuki
children in the memory test suggested musical training was having a profound impact. He said:”It
suggests that musical training is-having an effect on how the brain gets wired for general cognitive
functioning related to memory and attention”.

Dr. Takako Fujioka, of the Baycrest’s Rotman Research Institute, also worked on the study.
He said:” It is clear that music is good for children’s cognitive development and that music should
be part of the pre-school and primary school curriculum”.

The next phase of the study will look at the benefits of musical training in older adults.

MUSIC IN THE USA

Any large city in the U.S. can provide musical choices to satisfy every taste. Performances of
jazz, pop and rock bands, symphony orchestras, opera, chamber music, blues, folk, country and
musical theater have become a part of the daily offering at concert halls across the country.

America’s earliest settlers brought their music — folk songs and dances, psalms, hymns and
some formal music — with them to their new homeland. Among these, it was the religious music that
dominated. The melodies for the hymns were handed down largely in an oral tradition, and served as
the basis of much colonial music.
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The minstrel shows were the most popular shows at the time. In these shows, which appeared
in the 1820s and lasted well into the next century, white performers in costume impersonated black
song, storytelling and dance.

By the late 1800s America was a rich country, and for many people these were happy times. A
piano was one sign of success. At home, usually only ladies played the piano. Their favorite songs
were church songs (hymns), and sad songs that told a story (ballads). Piano music was printed on
sheets of paper called sheet music.

During this time black musicians started to play a new kind of piano music called ragtime
(cuukomupoBaHHBIM TaHIIEBalIbHBIN puTMm). Ragtime had a new beat. It made people laugh and
dance.

Marching music first came to America from Europe. But in 1880s American marches began to
appear. At this time every town and city in America formed a band. Today every college and high
school has a marching band.

The blues was born on the Mississippi River Delta in the early 1900s. After the Civil War, the
slaves were free but life was still not easy. Travelling black musicians with guitars entertained them.
The musicians sang songs about the difficult life of the workers. These songs were called the blues.
Blues was a new kind of music. The music sound sad and different from other kinds. Sometimes the
blues singers had song contests. Each singer sang new words or a new style of the blues songs. They
made up the music as they played. In this way they created new music. This is called improvisation.
Later, improvisation became a very important part of jazz music.

The period from the 1920s through the 1940s is known as the golden age of American popular
music. Great song writers like George Gershvin wrote beautiful love songs. He also composed
musical comedies for the Broadway stage. His most famous works have become modern American
classics.

In the 1920s America fell in love with dancing and popular jazz music. One of the most
famous musicians of this time was Louis Armstrong. He became famous for his trumpet playing and
his low rough voice.

The 1930s in America was the time of the big bands and a new kind of jazz called the swing
(cBUHT — Pa3sHOBHIHOCTH JpKa3oBOi My3biku). This new music had a special rhythm. Big band
leaders like Benny Goodman, Duke Ellington and Glenn Miller played in New York’s halls. People
came and danced the foxtrot and the jitterbug (tanueBaTh o 1Ka30BYI0 My3BIKY).

The 1950s were an exciting time for music in America. A new group of people became
important — American Teenagers. For the first time in history young people had money to spend.
They had a new style of dressing, new hair styles and new dances.

Teenagers wanted dance music with a good beat, and so they began to listen to R&B (rhythm
and blues) on the black radio stations. A white DJ, Alan Freed, began to play R&B on the radio for
white teenagers. He was the first person to call this new music rock and roll. Elvis Presley — the king
of rock and roll became a new American hero. Rock and pop from the 1960s to the 1990s grew out
of the old rock and roll.

In the 1970s new dance music became popular — disco. Discos opened up all over America. At
discos, the music was on records (discs), not live.

Rap is a very skillful kind of fast street talk, with a strong rhythm. It became very popular with
young black people in the big cities in the 1980s.
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By the 1970 rock music had become complex with long guitar passages. It was not easy to
dance to this music. Many young people preferred a new kind of rock music. Their music was called
Punk or New Wave.

In 1981 a neon TV station, MTV, was started. Twenty-four hours a day this station played
music videos. These videos became very popular. Soon every hit song needed a video to go with it.

TEXT 11
ARTISTIC AND CULTURAL LIFE IN BRITAIN

Artistic and cultural life in Britain is rather rich. It passed through several stages in its
development. The Saxon King Alfred encouraged the arts and culture. The chief debt owed to him
by English literature is for his translations of and commentaries on Latin works in Old English.

Art, culture and literature flowered during the Elizabethan Age, during the reign of Elizabeth
I; it was the period of English domination of the oceans. It was at this time that William Shakespeare
lived. The empire, which was very powerful under Queen Victoria, saw another-cultural and artistic
heyday as a result of industrialization and the expansion of international trade. But German air raids
caused much damage in the First World War and then during the Second World War. The madness
of the wars briefly interrupted the development of culture.

Immigrants who have arrived in Britain from all parts of the Commonwealth since 1945 have
not only created a mixture of nations, but have also brought their cultures and their habits with them.
Monuments and traces of past greatness are everywhere. There are buildings of all styles and
periods. A great number of museums and galleries display precious and interesting finds from all
parts of the world and from all stages in the development of nature, man and art.

London is one of the leading world centres for music, drama, opera and dance. Festivals held
in towns and cities throughout the country attract much interest. Many British playwrights,
composers, sculptors, painters, writers, actors, singers and dancers are known all over the world.

The British Council promotes knowledge of British culture and literature overseas. It
organizes British participation in international exhibitions and encourages professional interchange
in all cultural fields between Britain and other countries.

BRITISH PAINTING
Portraiture Landscape

The 18" century was a great age of Britain painting. At that time British painters reached their
zenith. In the 17" century art in Britain had been dominated largely by the Flemish artist Anthony
van Dyck.

In the early 18" century, although, influenced by Continental movements, particularly by
Flemish Rococo, British art began to develop independently.

In 1768 the Royal Academy was headed by a gifted painter, Joshua Reynolds. It was he, who
insisted that English artists should be brought into line with European art and that they should
develop the Grand Style of painting.

The one hundred years between 1750-1850 witnessed the development of the art forms.

The most vivid representatives of that period were Constable, Gainsborough and Turner.

THOMAS GAINSBOROUGH:
PAINTER AND MUSICIAN (1727-1788)

If Reynolds was the solid prose of that age of prose, its incipient poetry was with the man

whose name is so often coupled and contrasted with his: Thomas Gainsborough. He, too, succeeded,
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and succeeded brilliantly, as a portrait painter. Society went to him for portraits, and his insight into
the phases of womanhood made him essentially a woman’s painter. A good amateur violinist and
lover of drama, he was essentially an artistic person. One of his greatest friends was Richard
Sheridan, the dramatist; and his portraits of actors and actresses are among his most famous. He
basked in the light of success, at least so far as his portraits were concerned. The time was not yet
ripe for fashionable people to spend money on landscapes, and it’s remarkable that despite his
acceptance, there were more than forty unsold landscapes in his studio at the time of his death.

TEXT 12
MUSEUMS AND ART GALLERIES IN LONDON

London is the main Britain’s tourist attraction. The city is known for its ancient cathedrals,
churches and particularly for its art museums and galleries.

The British museum is one of the world’s greatest treasure stores. It was founded in 1753 on
the collections of Sir Hans Sloane. The money to house them was raised by public lottery. Today the
museum has two departments — the Museum of Mankind and the Natural History Museum. The
Museum of Mankind includes a vast collection of antiquities, including marbles from the Porthenon,
the Rosetta Stone that provided the key to Egyptian hieroglyphics, ancient works of art in stone,
bronze and gold, a collection illustrating Western Asiatic civilizations. The Natural History Museum
contains five principal collections on the history of plants, minerals and the animal kingdom. A
series of new permanent exhibitions has been opened in the museum, among them Dinosaurs and
their living relatives.

The National Gallery was founded in 1824 and- is one of the greatest museums of art in the
world. It is noted for the balance of its collections: all of the important art schools and almost all old
Masters are represented there. The rich collection of Dutch masters includes 19 Rembrandts.

Of all London’s great art collections, the Tate Gallery is the most rewarding. It does not cover
the whole range of art, but has two distinct collections — British painting and a modern foreign
collection. The gallery was opened in 1897 and built by the sugar refiner sir Henry Tate. He also
gave to it works from his own collection of British paintings. The Tate covers all that is significant
in British painting from the 16" century to the present day. It houses superb Constables, some of
most important works of William Blake and important 20" century works. It also possesses a
unique collection of Turners. The Tate owns more than 280 of his oil paintings. The sculpture
collection includes works by Roden, Epstein, Henry Moore.

Victoria and' Albert Museum was opened in 1857 by Prince Albert and included the
collections of Museum of Ornamental Art. The art collections grew rapidly. Now they include fine
and applied arts of all kinds. They chiefly represent European art and the art of the Near and Far
East.

TEXT 13
TOWER OF LONDON

Her Majesty's Royal Palace and Fortress, more commonly known as the Tower of London, is
a historic castle on the north bank of the River Thames in central London. It lies within the London
Borough of Tower Hamlets, separated from the eastern edge of the square mile of the City of
London by the open space known as Tower Hill. It was founded towards the end of 1066 as part of
the Norman Conquest of England. The White Tower, which gives the entire castle its name, was
built by William the Conqueror in 1078, and was a resented symbol of oppression, inflicted upon
London by the new ruling elite. The castle was used as a prison from 1100 (Ranulf Flambard) until
1952 (Kray twins),! although that was not its primary purpose. A grand palace early in its history,
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it served as a royal residence. As a whole, the Tower is a complex of several buildings set within
two concentric rings of defensive walls and a moat. There were several phases of expansion, mainly
under Kings Richard the Lionheart, Henry Ill, and Edward | in the 12th and 13th centuries. The
general layout established by the late 13th century remains despite later activity on the site.

The Tower of London has played a prominent role in English history. It was besieged several
times and controlling it has been important to controlling the country. The Tower has served
variously as an armoury, a treasury, a menagerie, the home of the Royal Mint, a public records
office, and the home of the Crown Jewels of the United Kingdom. From the early 14th century until
the reign of Charles Il, a procession would be led from the Tower to Westminster Abbey on the
coronation of a monarch. In the absence of the monarch, the Constable of the Tower is in charge of
the castle. This was a powerful and trusted position in the medieval period. In the late 15th century
the castle was the prison of the Princes in the Tower. Under the Tudors, the Tower became used less
as a royal residence, and despite attempts to refortify and repair the castle its defences lagged
behind developments to deal with artillery.

The peak period of the castle's use as a prison was the 16th and 17th centuries, when many
figures who had fallen into disgrace, such as Elizabeth | before she became queen, were held within
its walls. This use has led to the phrase "sent to the Tower". Despite its enduring reputation as a
place of torture and death, popularised by 16th-century religious propagandists and 19th-century
writers, only seven people were executed within the Tower before the World Wars of the 20th
century. Executions were more commonly held on the notorious Tower Hill to the north of the
castle, with 112 occurring there over a 400-year period. In the latter half of the 19th century,
institutions such as the Royal Mint moved out of the castle to other locations, leaving many
buildings empty. Anthony Salvin and John Taylor took the opportunity to restore the Tower to what
was felt to be its medieval appearance, clearing out many of the vacant post-medieval structures. In
the First and Second World Wars, the Tower was again used as a prison, and witnessed the
executions of 12 men for espionage. After the Second World War, damage caused during the Blitz
was repaired and the castle reopened to the public. Today the Tower of London is one of the
country's most popular tourist attractions. Under the ceremonial charge of the Constable of the
Tower, it is cared for by the charity Historic Royal Palaces and is protected as a World Heritage
Site.

TEXT 14
LONDON

London is the capital of the United Kingdom. It is among the oldest of the world’s great
cities—its history spanning nearly two millennia—and one of the most cosmopolitan. By far
Britain’s largest metropolis, it is also the country’s economic, transportation, and cultural centre.

London is situated in southeastern England, lying astride the River Thames some 50 miles (80
km) upstream from its estuary on the North Sea. In satellite photographs the metropolis can be seen
to sit compactly in a Green Belt of open land, with its principal ring highway (the M25 motorway)
threaded around it at a radius of about 20 miles (30 km) from the city centre. The growth of the
built-up area was halted by strict town planning controls in the mid-1950s. Its physical limits more
or less correspond to the administrative and statistical boundaries separating the metropolitan
county of Greater London from the “home counties” of Kent, Surrey, and Berkshire (in clockwise
order) to the south of the river and Buckinghamshire, Hertfordshire, and Essex to the north. The
historic counties of Kent, Hertfordshire, and Essex extend in area beyond the current administrative
counties with the same names to include substantial parts of the metropolitan.
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People. Settlement patterns. Demographic trends.

From a total population of 5.6 million in 1891, London grew by 3 million to its peak
magnitude at the outbreak of World War 11. For several decades after the war, its population shrank
by approximately 2 million, to some 6.6 million in the mid-1980s. The decline occurred for reasons
common to all large cities of its type. Increasing leisure and holiday time, shorter working hours,
and access to the automobile freed people from the ties of proximity to their place of work. Families
moved out of town in search of a better quality of life. Firms moved for similar reasons, seeking
more spacious and accessible sites. As the remaining population spread itself more comfortably.in
the dwelling stock, the three-generation household became a rarity except among ethnic minorities.
Mass housing initiatives and individual “gentrification” of terraced houses tended equally to reduce
population density.

The steepest fall occurred in the densest areas. Inner London boroughs lost more than one-
third of their population in the postwar decades. In the 1980s the slump was eased by a fall in the
rate of out-migration and a rise in the birth rates of new immigrant .

Economy. Trade, administration.

London has been described elsewhere in this article as a polycentric city. The map of
Elizabethan London shows that fields and the river separated distinct centres: the City of London
with its shipping, trade, and crafts; Southwark with its gardens, hospitals, and theatres; and the royal
court at Westminster. The economy of contemporary London has evolved continuously from the
three complementary elements of trade, administration, and leisure. London is one of a handful of
trade centres—along with New York City, Tokyo, and Hong Kong—where dealers in currencies,
equities, commaodities, and insurance operate on a global scale. In the first half of the 20th century it
was also a substantial manufacturing centre. In contrast to the other great cities of Britain, London’s
factory closures have been compensated at least partly by the city’s dynamism in financial services
and the media.

As an administrative centre, London dominates the national life to an exceptional degree. The
United Kingdom is constitutionally a unitary state and politically the most centralized in Europe.
Scotland, Wales, and Northern Ireland, England’s three national partners within the United
Kingdom, have administrative identity and (since 1999) national assemblies.

Administration and society. Government. The City Corporation.

The Lord Mayor and City Corporation of London form one of the oldest local governments in
the world, with a history of municipal autonomy extending in unbroken succession to the folkmoots
of the early Middle Ages. The Square Mile remains an autonomous jurisdiction within its historic
boundaries, with its own police force and a complete range of municipal services attending to the
needs of its relatively small resident population and a vastly larger weekday working population.
Through the centuries the City Corporation has accumulated immense resources of capital and
property, entrenching itself alongside its historic foes, the crown and the aristocracy, at the pinnacle
of Britain’s stratified society. The City has never concerned itself with the wider issues of local
government in the metropolis, except insofar as they impinge on its own position and privileges,
which are tenaciously defended.

Around the unyielding nucleus of the Square Mile, arrangements for the wider metropolis
have developed by stages. The City’s indifference left a mid-19th-century population of almost
three million under an anarchic miscellany of more or less undemocratic bodies based either on
medieval ecclesiastical parishes or on ad hoc service agencies.
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Cultural life. Centres of the arts.

The competitive, localist streak that complicates public administration in London makes for
exceptional cultural vitality. Artistic creativity flourishes in the diversity of rival centres of
patronage. Royal patronage created the Royal Albert Hall, which every summer provides the setting
for one of the world’s greatest music festivals, the Henry Wood Promenade Concerts, known
popularly as the Proms. Municipal patronage, first of the London County Council and later of the
Greater London Council, turned former industrial and warehousing land on the Waterloo riverbank
into the South Bank arts complex, which combines the Royal Festival Hall, Queen Elizabeth Hall,
and Hayward Gallery. The National Film Theatre and the Royal National Theatre are also there.
Nearby are the Imperial War Museum, the London Aquarium, and the London Eye (a type of
enormous Ferris wheel). Not to be outdone, the City Corporation launched its own arts complex
within the Square Mile at the Barbican, a high-density urban renewal scheme built on World War |1
bomb sites immediately north of the central business district. The Barbican has a concert hall,
cinemas, an art gallery, a library, and a theatre

History. The early period. Foundation and early settlemen.

Although excavations west of London have revealed the remains of circular huts dating from
before 2000 BC, the history of the city begins effectively with the Romans. Beginning their
occupation of Britain under Emperor Claudius in AD 43, the Roman armies soon gained control of
much of the southeast of Britain. At a point just north of the marshy valley of the Thames, where
two low hills were sited, they established Londinium, with a bridge giving access from land to the
south. The first definite mention of London refers to the year AD 60 and occurs in the work of the
Roman historian Tacitus, who wrote of a celebrated. centre of commerce filled with traders. In the
same year, Iceni tribesmen under Queen Boudicca (Boadicea) sacked the settlement. From traces of
the fires they set, it can be determined that the city had already begun to spread across the Walbrook
valley toward the hill where St. Paul’s Cathedral was later built. After the sack, the city was
reconstructed, including a great basilica—an aisled hall 500 feet (150 metres) long. On the same
spot today stands Leadenhall Market.

CHRISTMAS IN GREAT BRITAN
For most British families, this is the most important festival of the year. This is the day when

many people are travelling home to be with their families on Christmas Day. If you try to catch a
train on 24th December you may have difficulty in finding a seat. There are a lot of traditions
connected with Christmas but the most important one is giving of presents. Family members wrap
up their gifts and leave them at the bottom of the Christmas tree to be bound on Christmas morning.
At some time on Christmas Day the family will sit down to a big turkey dinner followed by
Christmas pudding.

In the afternoon they may watch the Queen on the television as she delivers her traditional
Christmas message to the United Kingdom and Commonwealth. Then they enjoy a piece of
Christmas cake or eat a hot mince pie. On the Sunday before Christmas many churches hold a
service where special hymns are sung. Sometimes singers can be heard in the streets as they collect
money for charity. Most families decorate the houses with brightly-coloured paper or holly, and
they usually have a Christmas tree in the corner of the room, glittering with coloured lights and
decoration. 26th December is also a public holiday, called Boxing Day. This is the time to visit
friends and relatives or be a spectator at one of many sporting events.
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Everyone in Great Britain is waiting and enjoying this holiday very much.

Christmas Day, December 25, is probably the most popular holiday in Great Britain. It is a
family holiday. Traditionally all relatives and friends give each other presents. So, before Christmas
all the department stores and shops are crowded, everybody is choosing a present. In general,
people get prepared for this holiday very carefully. They decorate their houses in the traditional
way, Christmas trees are set up in houses, in the streets and churches. They are always decorated
with fairy lights, angels and small toys. In addition, little packets with nuts, candies and special
biscuits are hung on the tree. Presents are put around the tree and artificial «frost» is scattered over
the branches. The Germans are believed to be the first to use the Christmas tree in their celebrations
and Martin Luther was the first to place a star on the top of the tree. This star represents the star
appeared over the stable in which Christ was born.

In Great Britain, the Christmas tree became popular while Queen Victoria ruled the country.

Besides the Christmas tree, holly and mistletoe are used to decorate the house. Branches of
holly are put up behind pictures and mistletoe is hung over doors, so the young people have a
chance to kiss the girls under it, plucking each time a red berry from the mistletoe. It is said that the
girl who was not kissed under it at Christmas would not get married that year.

On the eve of Christmas children hang their stockings, so that Santa Claus could put presents
into them: oranges, sweets, nuts and if the child didn’t behave properly Santa Claus can put there a
piece of coal as punishment.

Santa Claus got his name from a man known as St.-Nicolas, who lived in the fourth century.
He gave his wealth to the poor and often to children. After he died, the Dutch brought this legend to
colonial America. Soon the Dutch name Sinter Klaus became Santa Claus.

Carol singing is an essential part of Christmas. No church or school is without its carol
service. Carols may be traditional or with some variations that express different feelings. Carols
were used for the first time during Christmas in the fifteenth century.

Usually children come around in the evening to the front doors and start singing carols and
people who live in these houses give children candies, nuts, pies and so on, to thank them for carol
singing.

A typical Christmas lunch includes turkey with cranberry sauce and pudding. Every young
woman in each household helps to stir the Christmas pudding, if she wishes to be married that year.

Usually a coin or two are hidden inside the pudding and part of the fun is to see who finds it.

After the lunch they go to the sitting room to listen to the Christmas speech of the Queen,
shown on TV.
